PROJECT LIST

Choose one of the projects listed below (or make up one of your own).

1. Make a tape recording of “Environmental Sounds” (wind, rain, household sounds, outdoor sounds, any “natural” sounds)

2. Tape record and identify bird songs.

3. Tape record “Musical Examples that Convey a Definite Theme,” such as peace, war, struggle, love, and so on.

4. Tape record examples which represent “The Music of a City.”

5. Tape record yourself reading “An Original Story with an Improvised Overture.”  Use any desired musical sounds for the overture, but the overture should be related to the story.

6. Interview a professional musician about his/her work.  Prepare a report on the interview or videotape the live interview.

7. Make a diorama to depict any event in recent or ancient music history.

8. Make a drawing or illustration depicting any event in recent or ancient music history.

9. Write and present a play depicting any event in recent or ancient music history.

10. Practice and demonstrate how you would conduct a specific orchestral recording.

11. Form a band or choral group; make a tape recording of your group.

12. Present a dance that you choreographed with your choice of musical recording.

13. Share a collection of antique sheet music or music books.

14. Share a collection of any music-related objects such as concert programs, composer’s pictures, performers’ pictures, specific recordings, books about music, musical instruments, etc.

15. Take a trip to a local music store or other place that deals with musical instruments.  Give a written or oral report to the class.

16. Bake cookies that are cut in shapes of music notes/symbols and share them with the class.

17. Design and/or create a new instrument.

18. Make advertisements for a musical product.

19. Prepare a “Career Report” on any musical occupation.

20. Write a news story as if a certain event in music history had just happened.

21. Make and share a music scrapbook of newspaper/magazine clippings.

22. Prepare a report about antique music boxes or record players.

23. Make a newspaper featuring musical news of your school.

24. Prepare a report about antique musical instruments.

25. Draw a cartoon strip to tell a music story.

26. Read a book about music or musicians; complete the individual project report form.

27. Attend a concert; complete the individual project report form.

28. View a movie about a musician or music; complete an individual report form.

29. View a television program about a musician or music; complete an individual report form.

30. List a family record collection of at least 12 albums/CDs.  Report to the class.

31. Invite a guest speaker to music class.  Arrange it with your teacher.

32. Prepare a “Music in the News” bulletin board of at least 6 clippings.

Entire class projects:
