This works well done in small groups of 2, 3, or 4.
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Example: to the tune of “Twinkle, Twinkle, Little Star”


Hello, hello, little cat


Now I know just where you sat.


Did you do that in this chair?


Why don’t you just leave things bare?


If you do it on my socks,


I will get a kitty box.

SONG VARIATION

Use a song from the song list and make a Song Variation on it.  Do not change the words, but do change one of these musical elements: 

rhythm, tempo, dynamics, mood, or style.  

Prepare to perform your Song Variation as follows:

1. Announce the musical element  which you have changed.

2. Sing it “straight”.

3. Sing the variation.
