The Radio Game


The "radio" game is a great tool for developing "inner-hearing". It works!

	This is easy and fun. All you have to do is draw a face of your choice with an open mouth on one side of a face-shaped posterboard and on the other side draw a face with a closed mouth. 

How to Play: When the side with the face on it is shown to the class, they are to sing out loud. And when the side with the mouth closed is shown, they are supposed to sing "inside" their heads. Keeping the song going and picking up in the right place and begin singing out loud again when the other side is revealed again. 

It's that simple and the children are developing their inner-hearing and having fun at the same time. 
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Variations of this game can be to have a boy's face and a girl's face and let the boys and girls trade off at various sections of the song. It keeps them on their "toes"! 

This game can be used with any age, even beginning with kindergartners.   With the younger children, they can tap the way the words go (rhythm) while they are singing and then continue to tap the rhythm when shown the closed mouth picture.  At that point, they sing "inside" but continue to tap rhythm. This gives the little ones more success at coming in together.

With older children, you can play the game without the tapping to promote an internal steady beat as well.
